What is the General Service Conference?

At the 1955 International Convention, AA came of age and the General Service Conference
was designated as the actual voice and the effective conscience of our whole Society - it
has the responsibility for maintaining our vital world services, is the guardian of the Steps,
Traditions & Concepts, and is the sole successor of the co-founders, Doctor Bob and Bill W.

The 73rp General Service Conference Annual Meeting will be held on April 23-29, 2023. There are 135
voting members: 93 Delegates, 21 Trustees, 6 AAWS+GV Directors, and 15 GV & GSO staff. Our Area 61 Rhode
Island Delegate is one of the ninety-three delegates elected by the service areas of the US and Canada which
comprise 69% of the voting body.

The purpose of our Area 61 Pre-Conference Roundtables, Questionnaire and Assembly is to discuss many of the agenda
items that will be a part of the upcoming General Service Conference. Agenda items are matters of importance to the
Fellowship as a whole. Our discussions will form group conscience on the agenda items and this will be shared with our Area
61 Delegate, who will serve our Area and AA as a whole at the General Service Conference.
